The restaurant trams travel the same tracks as 
Melbourne's regular trams but you certainly get a different perspective of the city from a 
padded dining seat. The restaurants-on-tracks have been operating since 1983. This is a 
charming way to see the city and some of its historical landmarks under the city lights.
